Old Testament (First Reading)

A reading from the book of Wisdom 3:1-6. 9

The souls of the virtuous are in the hands of God, no torment shall ever touch
them. In the eyes of the unwise, they did appear to die, their going looked like a
disaster, their leaving us, like annihilation; but they are in peace.

The virtuous man, though he die before his time, will find rest. Length of days is
not what makes age honourable, nor number of years the true measure of life;
understanding, this is man’s grey hairs, untarnished life, this is ripe old age.

He has sought to please God, so God has loved him; as he was living among
sinners, he has been taken up. He has been carried off so that evil may not warp
his understanding or treachery seduce his soul; for the fascination of evil throws
good things into the shade, and the whirlwind of desire corrupts a simple heart.
Coming to perfection in so short a while, he achieved long life; his soul being
pleasing to the Lord, he has taken him quickly from the wickedness around him.

New Testament (Second Reading)

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles 10:34-36. 42-43

Peter addressed Cornelius and his household: ‘The truth | have now come to
realise,’ he said, ‘is that God does not have favourites, but that anybody of any
nationality who fears God and does what is right is acceptable to him.

‘It is true, God sent his word to the people of Israel, and it was to them that the
good news of peace was brought by Jesus Christ — but Jesus Christ is Lord of all
men, and he has ordered us to proclaim this to his people and to tell them that
God has appointed him to judge everyone, alive or dead. It is to him that all the
prophets bear this witness: that all who believe in Jesus will have their sins
forgiven through his name.’

A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Romans 8:31-35. 37-39

With God on our side who can be against us? Since God did not spare his own Son,
but gave him up to benefit us all, we may be certain, after such a gift, that he will
not refuse anything he can give. Could anyone accuse those that God has chosen?
When God acquits, could anyone condemn? Could Christ Jesus? No! He not only

died for us — he rose from the dead, and there at God’s right hand he stands and
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pleads for us.

Nothing therefore can come between us and the love of Christ, even if we are
troubled or worried, or being persecuted, or lacking food or clothes, or being
threatened or even attacked. These are the trials through which we triumph, by
the power of him who loved us. For | am certain of this: neither death nor life,

no angel, no prince, nothing that exists, nothing still to come, not any power, or
height or depth, nor any created thing, can ever come between us and the love of
God made visible in Christ Jesus our Lord.

A reading from the first letter of St Paul to the Corinthians 15:20-23

Christ has been raised from the dead, the first-fruits of all who have fallen asleep.
Death came through one man and in the same way the resurrection of the dead
has come through one man. Just as all men die in Adam, so all men will be brought
to life in Christ; but all of them in their proper order: Christ as the first-fruits and
then, after the coming of Christ, those who belong to him.
