Liz braved the cold, to sleep in a cardboard box for one night and be sponsored for her efforts.
Every penny raised from our event goes to support our work with vulnerable young people in Lincoln.

= The FiSH Project seeks to support families who are struggling to provide food for their children during the
FISH m summer holidays due to financial difficulties.

We give these families free vouchers throughout the summer that can be used at various local shops and
businesses in exchange for food, milk and soft drinks suitable for children. The funds that we raise then
reimburse the shops for the goods that they have so kindly made available.

The scheme has grown considerably, and last year provided over 100 families in Lincoln with £8.50 worth of food per child per week of the
summer holidays. We are expanding into more schools, meaning that our numbers will dramatically increase and so, we need your help to
raise around £10,000 in order to support these struggling families.
